Doesnõt Always Require Rod and Tackle  

 
Phishing is spam email that criminals use to get their catch of the day by stealing your personal information. These 
email messages are designed to look like they are from a merchant or financial institution. Typically a phishing email 
will describe an urgent message in hopes of luring you in to react immediately by providing them with personal 
information that you normally wouldnõt. The emails may contain a message saying that your personal information 
has been compromised and they need you to confirm or change the information immediately so you can continue 
to have access to your account. With this information, a thief could open new accounts using your identity. 
 
Once someone has your personal information, they can assume your identity, commit fraud and more. Identity theft 
is a serious crime which is growing. 
 
 
Phishing Emails typically ask for personal or account information such as: 
 

o Account numbers 
o Credit and Debit Card numbers 
o Social security numbers 
o Internet banking usernames and passwords
